It is well worth taking your
time to rig the boat properly to ensure that yoll emjoy your first sail in it without the risk of
doing damage due to faulty rigging.

The D-One Rigging giide

Your Brand New D-One complete with
trolley and full set of covers all ready to
unpack and rig.
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Removethe top and bottortrailing covers andif you have
chosen to buy &ill cover set) yowill find everything neatly
tucked away. Note howtall fits in asthisis how youwill
repackit whentrailing to events

When unpacked yothsud have 2wings,boom,2 piece
mast,Main, Kite, Tiller & rudder stockTiller extension,
Rudder, Daggerboard and bag mfpes andfittings.

The hull isnow empty and ready tag

First of all unroll the control lines,Kicker, Downhauland
Traveller. This iseasier beforethe wingsare puton.

NextLocate the Gunwale Wingolts that can éfoundin
the Bagwith the Sheds.

Note the twotoggles (balls) ithe bag. Puthem ina sfe
place as yowvill needthemwhenrigging the kite

Remove the Wing Pinsfrom the Wing securing pants on the
floor of the boat.
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Hold the Starboard Wing over theStarboard securing paints.
Line up thehdes and push thein through.Repeat for fore
and aftpaints.

Forhems under 8&ilos use the outboard jmbs and those
over 86Kilos use thenboard pants.

When bothpins are secureith their ringsin pacelay the
wing down on thegunwae. Now repeatwith the Portwing

Underneath thevingslocate the backing platesin the
supportarms

With yourfingerhdd it in pasition overthe hdesin the
gunwae.

Takethe Gunwale Wingolts and puslthem through the
hdein the gurwale and screvtheminto the backing
plates.

Whentight push thebdt arm to one igle to lock. Repeat
for all 4 positions

Whencomgdete the Gunwale Wingolts shoud look
like this.
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Theboat nowwith the wingsrigged

Now thread thecontrol linesthrough the 3 Harkedeats on
the wings. Traveller onthe outside, kicker inthe midde and
downhaul ontheinside. Youmay choose to usediferent
order subject topersona preferences buhisis agood
starting paint.

Locate the Kicker Ropefrom the mast gatand uncoil.
Removeit from the Mast Gatbde and |eave below the deck

Repeat with the DownhaulLine

Dropboth ends down the MaRing andpul them back,clear
of the maststep.
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Now remove the 2estions of mast fronthe mast bag and
lay them together ready tue joined.

Before pushingthe mast together, ensubpeth joining parts
areclean and free fromdirt and @nd.

Push them both togethgently and ensurdhe stainless
spigot locatesinto itslocationhde.

Before putting the mast up ensure yare familiar with how
the halyard locking g/stem works.Thetaurit of thewireloop
fits in the shapedock.

Tie both ends of thédyard to the Gooseneclosiot tolose
them whenlifting the mastater.

The kicker rope should look like this.

Locate the Kite halyard anddownhaul which will be linked
togetherin the mouth of thehute.
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Tie the downhaul onto thetrolley so youdont loseit up the
chute.

Feed the Kite Halyard through the pulley near
the top of the mast and tie the end to the
gooseneck.

Lift the masinto positionthrough the deckndinto the
foot socket.

Now locatethe ends of th&icker and
Downhaul

Prepared kicker on the boom

Remove the Boom pin from the gooseneck

Lay the parts out ready fii the boom

Placethe front end of the booito the gooseneck.
Line up thehde and pustthe carbonpin through.An even
amount ofpin must be showingfrom each le of the
gooseneck

Now fit the Kicker Lever rope to the Kicker lever
The Starboard side goes through a fixed shackle thé pin
facing into the boom

ThePort sde goesinto anadjustable rack.
The 39 or 4N holein isa good arting place:
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Double pulley for Kicker

Tie back off on thekickerlever pulley with a bowline.

When thesail isup the bottom of théever shoud bein the maj
aft postionand thecontrol line and thekickerline (grey rope)
shoud be undertension.

Tie the mast dowmvith mast gcurity line from the two front
hdes just forward of the madiearing with the line tight over
the gooseneck.

Important note: thisisthe line that keeps the mast the boat
andfailureto dothisis likely to result in considerable damage to
the hull in the event o& capsize!

Fit one end of thenainshed around the rope
loopon thetraveller pulley.
Tie securdly with a 2opper knot orbowline.

Runthe mainshed through thepulliesand meinshed swivel
cleat block as showrhere
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Remove the kite fromits bag anday it at thebow of the
boat.

Untie the tacKine from the Trolley andtieit with abowline to
the tack eye on thkite. Ensurethereis about 3nches (75mm
from the knot andball in the tacKine to thekite

Feedthe downhaul from the chute through themsil stainless
ring inthe bottomdownhaul pand.

Extension of the gennaker window and pullover ball.

Stop knot for toggle (ball) must be spaced fromtibeff point
a distance of 50 cm

Next attach theite Halyardto the head using a bowlinBnsure
youfit the toggle (ball)above the knot.
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Now torig the kite sheet

Locate the Kite sheet from the bageedit fromthe bow,
through theRatchet block on thewing.

Aroundthe eastic at the back of theockpit

Finally attach the Kite sheets with bowlines.

Pullthe kite up from the aftisle of the halyard pulley inthe
centre of thecockpit

When up, ensure th@ownhaul and sheets arfeeeand not
tangled.
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Next, remove thenainsailfromits bag and pun the boat
with the luff toward themast. Youwill find the battentension
keytied to the leach line. Remove this and putt on thetie
cordonthe sail bag for saf&keeoing.

Firstly put the foot strap at tHeach over the ad of the
boom.Pasghe outhaul rope through thelew eye.

Pass the outhaul rope through the hole at the £tiek ddoom
and tie stop knot.

Correct attachment of the sail to boom (Outhaul)

Unroll the sailand feed the heaidito the sil feeder on back
of mast Attach the halyard shackleto the headeye. Pull the
sailup andock the halyard into the halyard lock

Correct attachment of Cunningham (downhaul)
(2x eye of sail and pulley)
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Attachment of lower eye (inhaul/tack) with shocld/etastic.

Security of mainsail halyard.

Pass mainsail halyard through mast ring.

Coil mainsail halyard and put in gennaker chutekptc
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All looking good andhearly ready to goaling

Rudder fitting

Put rudder stock/tiller assembly on pintles.

Inserting rudder blade in stock.
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Remove the rudder fronits bag anglacein thetop of the
stock

Ensure the ruddeiis afirm fit but not tootight it will not go up
or down

Removethe dagger board and ensiréts in the dagger kot.
Removeit andplaceit in the bottom of the boat before
launching
